CHAIRMAN'S REPORT

Dear Members of Ukrainian National Federal Credit
Union :

It is my great honor and pleasure to report to you
the positive developments and operational success
achieved by our Credit Union in 2024.

2024 was another successful year for our credit union.
Despite our country’'s remaining economic and
financial uncertainties, our Credit Union was able
to maintain its financial stability and profitability
and continued to improve the technological level and quality of services for our
members. We were able to attain higher levels of performance thanks to the
professionalism and dedication of our Board of Directors, our employees, and,
most importantly, the cooperation and understanding among them.

| am pleased to inform you that in 2024 our Net Income was $123,229.69 and our
assets grew to $154,308,665.74.

Throughout 2024, our credit union participated in many significant cultural events
and was visited by prominent Ukrainian dignitaries. Our Credit Union continued to
work closely with Ukrainian organizations and volunteer groups who, through their
programs, constantly aided Ukraine's efforts to defend itself in a war of Russian
aggression. We focused our efforts on assistance in rehabilitation of the wounded
and crippled veterans and victims of the ongoing cruel 3-year war. This was
started once again by the eternal enemy of the Ukrainian people, the expansion-
driven imperialist Russia, led by the terrorist and murderer Putin. We cooperated
with representatives of the Ukrainian Government, the Ukrainian press, and the
Ukrainian Churches.

TREASURER'S REPORT

Dear Friends,

| would like to underline some of the main points
of the of the balance sheet and our income
statement.

The Credit Union ended the year with Total As-
sets of $154,308,665 marking a growth of 3.01%
over the past year. This achievement is a testa-
ment to the loyalty of our membership.

Our Total Operating Income reached nearly $6.6 million, with $5.4 mil-
lion from interest on loans, $0.9 million from investments, and $140,957
from fees. After covering al expenses, the Credit Union’s Net Income
was $128,635.

Notably, the amount of dividends and interest paid to our members
on their deposits increased by $384,162 to $2,784,162, representing a
16% increase from 2023. This was our way of rewarding our members
for entrusting us with their deposits.

Overall, our capital ratio ended at 12.57% for the year, well above the
7% threshold that our federal regulator, the NCUA, considers being
well-capitalized.

While we have achieved good financial result this year, we should con-
tinue focusing on expending our products and improving our services.
| would like to thank the Members of the Board of Directors, Superviso-
ry Committee, Management and all employees for their cooperation
and hard work

The committee engaged the internal auditor, who specializes in fi-
nancial institutions’ audits and consulting, to review the credit union’s
operations on a regular basis throughout the year, make appropriate
prudent recommendations and help monitor the status of the regu-
latory compliance. Overall, our internal audits produced satisfactory
results.

For our external audit, we reengaged the independent external CPA
firm, Wojeski Company CPAs, P.C. which reviewed the prepared finan-
cial statements, found in this report, and confirmed their accuracy.
The National Credit Union Administration (NCUA), a federal govern-
ment agency, conducted the annual examination, and determined
that the operations of the Credit Union were compliant with all ap-
plicable statutes and regulations, including capitalization and man-
agement practices.

Given all of the above, the Supervisory Committee hereby reports that,
that all fiscal and management operations and reports of our Credit
Union are in good order, and we expresses gratitude to the Board for
taking strategic actions by creating Marketing/Development Officer
position and result of such hard work already reflected today.
